Love to everyone of his pupils made A.S. Makarenko only dear and
close to his pupils, but enriched the teacher Hintse. Intensive interest to
people, who are the typical pecularity of Makaremta mature age could al-
ready have been seen at early years. This wasniptaocognitive interest or
cold eagerness of a teacher — experimenter. Itattastion of an elder person,
active love, wish to help a child. In any of hisppgs Makarenko saw first of all
a man who was growing. And the teacher tried talbse to the child every-
where: in a living talk, at the lessons, in playbat is why pedagogical work
gave Anton Semenovich a profound and fully devalopederstanding of a man
at an early age, that understanding struck evesylbodher who had known
Makarenko. This work developed the qualities neaxgskr a future writer and
first of all the ability to observe a personality his moving, in the process of
inner growth, in close contact with environment.

Humanitarian attitude to pupils made the teacheotemuch time to work
with them. A.S. Makarenko took great care of manadl labour upbringing of
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pupils who perceived him as an unusual personlity teacher of an old for-
mal school [Makarenko 2003: 192].

Optimism is the inborn quality of A.S. Makarenkater he considered it as
an important technological mechanism of creatingspective lines methodol-
ogy as an important moving force which leads toettgyment, improvement,
self perfection.

Makarenko A.S. also has some creative abilitiesclviaire quite natural for
him. A young teacher did not try to finish his winidg hours and to be busy with
the work interesting only for him and which was nothnected with school. He
devoted a large part of his time to his pupils.itterrupted his classis and began
to play with children: blind man’s buff, cat — ardnouse, snowballs. Makarenko
was the participant of these plays. He united pugéve them his enthusiasm and
vital energy. The leading quality of his creativergonality structure is his lan-
guage, of course, the language as a product dditigimctivities.
